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                  Pumpkin Cookies 
  
2 1/2 c All purpose flour          1 1/2 c White Sugar 
1 tsp. Baking Powder              1 c Pumpkin Puree 
1 tsp. Baking Soda                  1/2 c Softened Butter 
2 tsp. Ground Cinnamon         1 Egg 
1/2 tsp. Ground Nutmeg          1 tsp. Vanilla 
1/2 tsp. Ground Cloves          1/2 tsp. Salt 
  
                     Icing 
 2 c Confectioner's Sugar 
3 TBS. Milk 
1 TBS. Melted Butter 
1 tsp. Vanilla 
 
(I add some cinnamon or pumpkin pie spice blend for 
extra flavor.  Cream cheese type frosting also works but 
stays soft which can cause the cookies to become too 
moist over time.) 

  
Preheat oven to 350*  Sift together flour, b. powder, 
b.soda, cinnamon, nutmeg, cloves, and salt.  In 
seperate bowl, cream together butter and sugar: 
egg, mix well, then add pumpkin and vanilla.  Mix in 
dry ingredients.  I usually add up to 1/4 cup of flour 
at this point because batter is a bit wet.  More flour 
makes for a softer cake like cookie.  Chill dough 
several hours or overnight. 
Drop by rounded spoonfuls (I use a small ice cream 
scoop) onto baking sheet.  Bake for 15-20 minutes 
or till firmed up but not browned.  I bake them for 17 
minutes in an electric oven.  Cool on wire rack. 
  
Mix together icing ingredients and frost cookies as 
desired. 
  
Makes approximately four dozen cookies. 

One of the stars of the Annual meeting was 
Deanna Nazaroffôs cookies! She generously 
supplied the recipe.
